The representative of the respondent- PIO submits a letter No.1671/5A, dated  02.05.2012 in which the respondent  argues that the information on the action taken on his application, dated 05.11.2011, cannot be disclosed under Section 8(1)(h) as it would directly affect the ongoing court case on a related issue. Besides, respondent argues that the complainant should have submitted his RTI application to the PIO o/o  Senior Superintendent of Police (SSP), SAS Nagar. And PIO states that the complainant had been informed of it on phone.

The exemption under Section 8(1)(j) is only where the disclosure will  impede  the process of investigation or  apprehension or  prosecution  of  offender  and the information sought by the  information-seeker does not fall under this category.  The  PIO-SHO, Mr Trilochan Singh (Inspector ) is directed  to be personally present at the next date of hearing and furnish the demanded information at the time of hearing.  The plea that the  information-seeker/complainant should have addressed his application to the  PIO o/o SSP is not tenable at this stage.  The PIO had the liberty to transfer the original RTI application under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act, 2005  to the  office of  SSP if he felt at  the initial stages that he was not authorised to part with the requisite  information.


The case is adjourned to 16.05.2012 ( Wednesday) at 10.30 A.M. Copies of order be sent to the parties.
