The perusal suggests that overwhelmingly the documents thus provided are illegible and no significance of having given the information can be attached to it.



Sh. J.S.Thind, Counsel for the complainant, reiterates that the information sought for is very simple as they are only asking the PIO to intimate as to whether the organization namely METRO Cash & Carry is an approved source of supply of consumable items in the jails of the State.  Has any procedure been followed in declaring it as an approved source, is so? This bench feels that this information is desirable to be supplied by the PIO, point-wise in a consolidated shape rather than handing over vouchers which have been collected from the jails, and even are not legible.  The PIO is again directed to provide the information point-wise candidly along with the relevant documents as asked for in the application. Further delay shall be construed as a willful denial.
