After hearing the respondent and perusing his reply filed in response to the Notice of the Commission, it is ascertained that the information seeker deposited the assessed fee of Rs. 6000/- for seeking the information after a gap of about two years. The respondent PIO has provided the information vide letter dated 07.11.2015 by registered post. 
Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in Civil Appeal no. 10787-10788 of 2011 titled Chief Information Commissioner & another Vs State of Manipur and another has held in its order on 12.12.2011:- 

(31.  We uphold the said contention and do not find any error in the impugned judgment of the High Court whereby it has been held that the Commissioner while entertaining a complaint under Section 18 of the said Act has no jurisdiction to  pass an order providing for access to the information).
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The complainant, however, may file appeal against the order of the PIO with the First Appellate Authority to seek the information under Section 19 (1) of the RTI Act, if he is dissatisfied and if he so desires. In view of aforementioned, the Complaint Case is closed and disposed of.

After hearing both the parties, it is ascertained that the requisite information has been provided to the appellant by the respondent. In wake of this, the instant Appeal Case is hereby disposed of and closed.
