The following observations were made by this forum on 18.10.2016 :


“The appellant has asked for the details of the number of posts filled and the other allied details consequent upon issue of an advertisement in August, 2008 relating to the scrutiny of the candidates.



The respondents have brought along the information along with relevant file which has been shown to the appellant.  The appellant says that this information does not relate to the selection of the teachers made in the Sports category and is irrelevant.  The respondents say that the entire information has been provided and no more information asked for is available.  They are directed to file an affidavit before the next date of hearing affirming their above contention.”


The case has been taken up today.  The appellant is present.  The respondent PIO has filed an affidavit affirming that no other information relating to the application which has been

supplied to and got inspected by the appellant is available with them.  The appellant raises some queries about the bonafide of the selection process as according to him an advertisement was floated subsequent to the result already having been conveyed to them by the Sports Department.  His contention makes sense and cannot be ignored.  However, as far as the State Information Commission is concerned it is not authorized to look into such discrepancies.  It can only assist the appellant in providing the information which already is available with the Public Authority.  In the face of the fact that the PIO has filed an affidavit submitting that no more information is available the Commission has no reason to doubt their contention.  Obviously, the information which is not available with them cannot be arranged to be provided.  However, Additional Chief Secretary, School Education is asked to look into the issue raised by the appellant and take appropriate action.



The appeal is, accordingly, disposed.

“On 26.07.2016 the Commission had passed the following order :-



“On 17.05.2016 the Commission had observed as under :-



“Sh. Baldev Singh, appearing on behalf of the respondents says that as the record vests in the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur, the RTI application has erroneously been forwarded to the E.O., Nagar Council, Fatehgarh Churian under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act.  From the respective submissions made by the parties it transpires that the record pertaining to the election of the Local Bodies is kept in the office of the Returning Officer who happens to be the Sub Divisional Magistrate in the instant case.  The PIO in the office the Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur is, thus, directed to respond to the application before the next date of hearing.”



The matter is being taken up today.  It is strange that despite observations of the Commission the PIO in the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur has chosen to ignore the directions.  The Commission takes it seriously and issues a show cause notice to the PIO, O/o Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur to explain in a self-attested affidavit as to why a penalty @ Rs.250/- per
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APPEAL CASE NO.3539/2015
day of delay subject to maximum of Rs.25,000/- till the complete information is furnished, be not imposed under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 on him for causing willful delay / denial of the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the appellant under Section 19 (8) (b) of the Act  for the detriment suffered by him. 



In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also given an opportunity under Section 20(1) proviso thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte.



As the issue does not relate to Respondent No. 1 they are exempt from further appearance in the proceedings.”


Vide above order a show cause notice was issued to the PIO in the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur for having failed to supply the information.  An endorsement of the letter issued to the S.D.M., Batala has been received in the Commission wherein the S.D.M., Batala – cum – PIO was directed by the Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur to comply with the directions passed by the Commission besides asking him to represent him in the proceedings being taken up in the Commission.



The appellant is present.  None has appeared from the respondent side.  It seems to be a case of defiance and willful denial of information.  The show cause notice already issued to the PIO in the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur as such is hereby directed to the Sub Divisional Magistrate, Batala. 



Be it noted that no further opportunity shall be afforded.”   


The case has been taken up today.  The S.D.M., Batala has filed an affidavit seeking exemption from personal appearance on account of his occupation in urgent administrative affairs.  He has submitted that the information was supplied to the information seeker vide letter dated 25.01.2016 whereby it was intimated that the information stood deposited in sealed cover with the 
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District Treasury and as such it is no more available with the Public Authority.  He further submits that Section 96 of the Punjab Municipal Election Rules, 1994, states :



“After the completion of the election, all the ballot boxes and papers relating to election shall be forwarded to the District Electoral Officer, who shall keep these in his custody till the expiry of one year from the date of election and shall then subject to any direction to the contrary of the Commission or Election Tribunal or a Competent Court, cause them to be destroyed.”


He has further denied causing any willful delay/denial of the information.



Sh. Anil Mehta, E.O. appearing on behalf of the respondent submits that the documents concerned are under sealed cover with the District Treasury office.  The same could have been accessed by filing an election petition under the State Election Rules to get or through the directions of a competent Court. We have seen the aforementioned Election Rules.



 The Commission does not see any infirmity in this argument. The perusal of application suggests that the appellant has sought to know the rules and circumstances under which the nomination of one Smt. Swarni was transferred from Ward No. 2 to Ward No. 12.  We are afraid that we can force the Public Authorities to answer to such queries.  Section 97 of the State Election Rules provides that every person shall have the right to inspect the election papers other than ballot paper counterfoils of the used ballot papers and the marked copy of the electoral roll on payment of such fee as may be specified by the Commission.  Besides, no such exemption is available to these documents under the RTI Act.  


Having said so the Commission finds that the respondent have evaded their responsibility in providing the information and are passing the buck on each other.  The PIO in the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Gurdaspur is directed to provide the information forthwith.  The show cause notice thus issued to him earlier is revived.  The PIO in the office of the Sub Divisional Magistrate, Batala and Executive Officer, Nagar Council, Fatehgarh Churai are exempted from further appearance.
