Punjab, Department of Food & Supplies, Mini Sectt., Sector 9, Chandigarh is, therefore, directed to supply the sought information to the complainant in respect of his RTI application dated 10.01.2012 within a period of two weeks from today free of cost by post. He is also directed to be present on the next date of hearing with one spare copy of the supplied information.
