An affidavit dated 06.01.2014 on behalf of the respondent Society has also been filed therewith affirming that the services of the employees-teaching as well as non-teaching including the principal of School was dispensed with in the month of March, 2013 and that the Principal of the School is no longer employee of the Society after 31.03.2013.

It has been stated in the reply that the information required in the RTI application relates to the period April 2011 to December 2012 and the Principal Adarsh Senior Secondary, Hardasa has informed that record for the period from April 2011 to December 2012 is not available in the School. It has further been mentioned in the reply that the school was under the management of B.I.S. Society Gagra during the period from 01.04.2011 to 31.03.2013 and the record from 01.04.2011 to 31.03.2013 pertaining to information is with the BIS Society, Gagra. 
6. Sh. Hari Krishan Sharma, Assistant Manager on behalf of the respondent no.3 files written submission which is taken on record stating therein that the information has been sent to the complainant vide letters no. PEDB/2014/RTI/20147600 dated 08.12.2014 and no. PEDB/2014/RTI/20147879 dated 11.12.2014 which is stated to have not been received by the complainant. He further states that certified copies of the information sent to the complainant vide letters dated 08.12.2014 and 11.12.2014 comprising of 13 & 14 pages has been given to Sh.
