ORDER

This order may be read with reference to the pervious order dated 15.11.2016 vide which the respondent was directed to file reply in response to the rebuttal filed by the appellant.

The appellant states that no response has been given to him by the respondent as directed by the Commission during the last hearing.

Sh. Dilbagh Singh, Sub Inspector is appearing on behalf of the respondents and files point-wise reply today in the Commission as demanded by the appellant, with a copy to him for his perusal.  He further states that now they have maintained the RTI register in their Police Station.  

4.
During the hearing, it has been admitted by the respondent and has also come on record that the Police Station, City Moga has not started to maintain any record/register which was not started and maintained from the date, the Right to 
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Information Act came into being.  The o/o Station House Office is very important office and is also at the cutting edge level to redress the grievances of the public at large. 

5.
The appellant(s) can very well file RTI applications to know the fate of their FIRs, DDRs or any other information.  This speaks very low of the Police Station, as they have not made any efforts to serve the cause of RTI regime.  This does not only need to be condemned but also requires strict departmental action against the officer who has not bothered to take necessary steps, which are supposed to have been taken. 

6.
The respondents are directed to implement the RTI Act immediately.  SSP, Moga is also directed to look into this kind of state of affairs in the district and ensure that remedial measures are taken by all concerned.  He will file the compliance report within a period of fifteen days that all necessary steps have been taken in his district.

With these directions, the instant Appeal Case is hereby, disposed of and closed.  Copies of the order be sent to the parties.
