Consequently, after perusing the sought information and discussing the matter at length, it is observed that the sought information does not relate to third party, as it exists in the office domain of the Public Authority. It is,  therefore, directed that remaining information be supplied to the complainant within 30 days, under intimation to the Commission.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated  26-05-2014    under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal   vide

 application dated 30-07-2014  under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission on 30-07-2014    and accordingly, a 
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notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 04.11.2014.

Shri Sham Lal, Senior Assistant, appearing on behalf of the respondents, sought  some more time to enable him to supply the requisite information to the appellant on the ground that he had recently taken the charge of present assignment. After hearing both parties, the respondent was  directed to supply Seniority List of A.T.Os, Names of A.T.Os who have been granted Selection Grade alongwith dates and the status of the case  for granting Selection Grade to the appellant as per Reservation Policy, to the appellant within 20 days, under intimation to the Commission. The case was adjourned to 18.12.2014.
