Heard.  The facts that emerge from the respective submissions made by the parties are that the appellant had purchased a plot in re-sale situated in the Shaheed Bhagat Singh Nagar, a colony  developed by Improvement Trust, Ludhiana.  However, till date the possession has not been transferred to the appellant for the reason that the Improvement Trust itself could not procure the possession from the original land owner of the property.  The appellant admits that he has been provided with the information on almost all points asked for by him.  However, the information as mentioned at Point (B) in his original application has not so far been given to him.



The perusal of his application suggests that Point (B) seeks the remedies available to the applicant in case of delay caused in giving possession and the penalty that can be imposed on the official who caused the inordinate delay.  A cursory look at this point suggests that it is a question which the respondent is not obliged to reply because it has got legal connotations. The information as is available on record admittedly has been received by the appellant.  Seemingly it is a case of gross negligence on the part of the Trust authorities who have put the appellant to a grave financial loss and mental harassment.  They should take appropriate action in arranging to give him possession of plot which has been duly allotted.  No action, as far as this forum is concerned, can be taken.  The appeal is disposed.
