ORDER 


Ld. Chief Information Commissioner, Sh. S. S. Channy, vide office 
order dated 07.11.2014 has constituted a Divisional Bench, consisting of the undersigned. 

Accordingly hearing of the case is fixed for today.

Sh. Trilochan Singh, D. S. P., who appeared on behalf of the respondent-

PIO in today’s hearing, submits that PAP is an exempted organization from the purview of the RTI Act as per Punjab government notification. He submits that he has nothing to say more than that in this complainant case. He also submits that PAP would also abide by the directions, if, given by this Bench.

Sh. Sarabjit Singh Kahlon, who appeared on behalf of the complainant Ms. 

Rajbir Kaur in today’s hearing, submits that whatever information has been sought for by the complainant, Ms. Rajbir Kaur, is related with ‘Basic Proficiency Test, 2013’ for District Police Cadre, which was conducted by Committee constituted by D. G. P., Punjab, vide order no. 4260-66/E1(3) dated 07.03.2013.



He also submits that as ‘‘Basic Proficiency Test, 2013’ was conducted by a Committee constituted by D. G. P., Punjab, so PAP has nothing to do with that and hence the respondent-PIO (D. G. P.), Punjab HQs, Chandigarh, is bound to supply that information to the complainant.
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He further submits that a Divisional Bench comprising Hon’ble Mr. Justice Hemant Gupta and Hon’ble Mr. Justice A. N. Jindal of Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in a Civil Writ Petition No.  22229 of 2011, which was decided on 07.05.2012, held as under  :
“the expression pertaining to allegation of corruption can not be exhaustively defined. The Act is to step-in-aid to establish the Society governed by law in which corruption has no place. The act  envisages a
transparent public office, therefore, even in organizations which are exempt from the provisions of the Act, in terms of the notification issued under Section 24(4) of the Act, still information which relates to corruption or the information which excludes allegation of corruption would be relevant information and can not be denied for the reasons that the organization is exempted under the Act.

The information sought in the present case is in the respect of number of vacancies which have fallen to the share of the specified category and whether such posts have been filled up from amongst the eligible candidates. If such information is disclosed, it will lead to transparent administration which is antithesis of corruption. If organization has nothing to hide or to cover a corrupt practice, the information should be made available. The information sough may help in dispelling favouritism, nepotism or arbitrariness. Such information is necessary for establishing the transparent administration.

In view of the aforesaid order, the information sought by the petitioner in respect of the recruitment is the information which is not exempted from disclosure.”



Moreover, Sh. Kahlon submits that Ms. Rajbir Kaur, who has sought for information, never appeared for ‘Basic Proficiency Test, 2013’, for Armed Wing(District Police Cadre) which was conducted by a Committee constituted by D. G. P., Punjab. He submits that as the ‘Basic Proficiency Test, 2013’ (District Police Cadre), was held by a Committee constituted by D. G. P., Punjab vide order no. 4260-66/E1(3) dated 07.03.2013 , hence, PAP has nothing to do with that.

He also submits that as the information-seeker has sought for information 

from the PIO of office of D. G. P., Punjab Chandigarh, the respondent-PIO is bound to supply the same.
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He also pleads that even the PAP is bound to supply the information 

according to the judgment given by a Divisional Bench comprising Hon’ble Mr. Justice Hemant Gupta and Hon’ble Mr. Justice A. N. Jindal of Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in a Civil Writ Petition No.  22229 of 2011, which was decided on 07.05.2012.



After examining the documents placed on record and hearing the parties concerned, it emerges that PAP has nothing to do with this case or has no role to play in this case. A copy of RTI request be again sent to PIO of office of Director General of Police Department, Punjab (HQ),Chandigarh, alongwith this order, through registered post, with the directions to deal with the RTI request as per judgment dated 07.05.2012, given in a Civil Writ Petition No. 22229 of 2011.

    The case is adjourned to 29th January, 2015 (Thursday) at 02:00 P. M.
