ORDER



The information-seeker had moved an application to the PIO/Punjabi University, Patiala on 8.2.2012 raising certain issues.  He is aggrieved on the ground that information pertaining to his query at Sr. No.3 has not been furnished by the University.  The University had denied this information on the ground that it is personal information of a third party.  Information at Sr. No.3 being sought is reproduced below:-

“3. 
Kindly, provide the PAN number of Mr. Parwinder Singh s/o Ram Singh, Senior Technical Assistant in the Department of Psychology, Punjabi University, Patiala.”

2.

I have heard the parties and gone through the record.  PAN no. is a purely personal number assigned to a tax-payer by the Income Tax Department.  It is personal information and disclosure of such information is barred under the provisions of Section 8(i)(j) of the Right to Information Act, 2005, accept where a public interest is pleaded and prime facie established.  In this case, though the complainant has orally stated today that a public interest is involved, but he has neither mentioned  this in his complaint petition nor any prima facie proof has been placed on record.  
3.

In any case, this is a complaint case under Section 18 of the Act ibid. The Hon’ble Supreme Court has ruled that the purpose of inquiry under Section 18 is to see the delay or denial of information.  Section 18 does not confer powers on the State Information Commission to give a direction to a public authority to furnish the information to an information-seeker.  That power is conferred only, if the matter comes up by way of an appeal under Section 19 of the Act ibid.  Denial of information by respondent regarding Sr. No.3 is in conformity with the provisions of Section 8(i) (j) of the Right to Information Act, 2005. Hence, the present complaint case is closed.
