ORDER



The respondent had submitted letter No.11037/TPT/3 dated 21.9.2010 which was taken note of in the hearing on 22.9.2010.

The respondent today states that most of the information is ready and will be given to the complainant.  However, as the information is very voluminous and covers the entire set-up of the Police Department at the State Headquarters, the information has to be obtained from different branches/offices and its compilation is likely to take some time.

The respondent further submits that some of the queries of the information-seeker relate to information and data which is exempt under the Right to Information Act, 2005.  The exemption is being sought under Section 8(1)(h) as also under Section 24 of the RTI Act under which certain wings of Punjab Police such as security, Armed Police etc. have been exempted from the operation of the Act ibid.  The plea of the respondent is that this involves shifting of data/information and hence, will take another one month to complete the exercise. In view of the plea of the respondent, time is allowed.
