This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 28.11.2016.

2.
A letter has been received from the appellant in the Commission at diary no.31817 dated 26.12.2016 mentioning therein that the respondent neither provided any speaking orders on the matter nor provided the sought for information. They again provided the same reply which was provided earlier which is not satisfactory and have already submitted written submission vide letter dated 25.11.2016.

3.
The respondent submits that in compliance with the order dated 26.09.2016 of the Commission, detailed reply has been sent to the Commission vide letter dated 11.11.2016 and copy of which has been endorsed to the appellant also. The respondent further clarifies that on complaint dated 12.05.2013, vigilance inquiry has been 
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registered on 16.07.2014 and after inquiring into the matter, the case was sent to the government.  He further mentions that government raised certain clarifications which has been sent to the SSP, Vigilance Bureau, Economic Offence Branch, Ludhiana vide letter dated 07.09.2015.  Respondents further submit that another letter has been written to the SSP, Vigilance Bureau, Economic Offences Branch, Ludhiana in wake of Commission's order dated 26.09.2016 and the comments have been received that the inquiry is still under progress.  

In the end, the respondent submits that given these circumstances, the exemption under Section 8(1)(g) and 8(1)(h) of the RTI Act has been sought. 

3.
Respondents are directed to provide complete information to the appellant as soon as the enquiry is finalized.  Whenever the inquiry is completed, they will also provide a copy of the inquiry report and in case they have any reservation then they will pass speaking order as to why they cannot provide inquiry report to the appellant.
4.
