It is relevant to reproduce interim order dated 06.09.2016 which encases the facts of the case in hand :



“The complainant is present.  He had sought information about the construction of a community centre having been undertaken with the grant received from the government in the year 2006 along with a similar information relating to the construction undertaken in the Ram Bhawan in Ward No. 8 of Morinda.



Following orders were passed by the Commission during the course of hearings :-



Order dated 21.04.2016 



“Heard.



The respondent informs that the complainant has been provided with the information vide their letter dated 18.04.2016.  The complainant is dissatisfied.  He specifically says that the photographs appended with his reply are of Ram Bhawan and not the Community Centre as asked for by him.  The respondent is misleading the complainant as well as the Commission.

The PIO is directed to clarify on above in writing.  He is also directed to come in person on the next date of hearing to explain the inordinate delay in providing the information and show cause in writing as to why a penalty @ Rs.250/- per day of delay subject to maximum of Rs.25,000/- from the date of default till the complete information is furnished as provided under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, be not imposed on him.”



Order dated 16.06.2016



“This be read in continuation of my orders passed on 18.02.2016 and 21.04.2016.



The counsel for the respondent has submitted a detailed reply with reference to the observations made earlier regarding construction of Community Centre in Morinda.  A copy of it has been handed over to the complainant.  He may like to go through the same and respond on the next date of hearing.”



In a reply sent to the complainant the respondent has submitted that they have supplied him a copy of M.B. No. 94/57 on 26.11.2015 besides providing him a copy of utilization certification.  The reply with reference to other points has also been given on 16.06.2016.  



The complainant, on the other hand, has submitted a memo wherein he has submitted that the information is misleading and deficient.  This forum considers that as the information and the copies of the documents like utilization certificate and M.Bs of the work undertaken provided, there is no question of misleading or providing false information.  Thus sufficient information has been provided to the complainant.


However, this forum observes that the information has been very belatedly provided which calls for a cognizance.  The original application was filed on 05.10.2015 and the information

has been provided on 16.06.2016.  There is delay of about nine months.  The respondent PIO is,
                                                                   
thus, issued a show cause notice to explain in a self-attested affidavit as to why a penalty @ Rs.250/- per day of delay
 subject to maximum of Rs.25,000/- till the complete information is furnished, be not imposed under 
Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 on him for causing willful delay / denial of the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the Complainant under Section 19 (8) (b) of the Act  for the detriment suffered by him. 



In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also given an opportunity under Section 20(1) proviso thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte.”



The matter had been taken up on 03.11.2016.  Both the parties had filed their detailed submissions and the order was reserved for pronouncement on 27.12.2016.



The respondents were desired to explain the detail.  It has been stated that the available information was supplied to the complainant on 26.11.2016 with a marginal delay as the information was to be collected from various branches of the Municipal Council, Morinda.  On the other hand, the complainant is persistent with his stand that the Commission has been misled as the respondents have evaded the central issue of providing him with the photographs of the works thus executed.  The respondents had repeatedly denied it.  They submit that they have provided him the complete information available with them besides taking a plea that no information can be created 
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COMPLAINT CASE NO.2823/2015
under the RTI Act.  The Commission accepts this viewpoint as was already observed that the sufficient information has been provided.  The issue before the Commission is now as to whether the delay was intentional or malafide.  The respondent has not been able to show reasonable cause in late responding to the application by about twenty days.  Besides some of the information has been provided at a belated stage as well.  Having considered the matter in its entirety the Commission imposes a penalty of Rs.2,000/- (Rupees two thousand only) in lump sum on Sh. Rajnish Sood, 
PIO – cum – Executive Officer, Nagar Council, Morinda, District Roopnagar   He shall ensure that an amount of Rs.2,000/- (Rupees two thousand only) is deposited in the government treasury under head given below :

-  0070-Other Administrative Services

-  60 Other Services

-  800 Other Receipts

-  86 Fee under RTI Act, 2005

A copy of the challan shall be sent to the Commission for record before the next date of hearing positively.  



As the information has been unduly delayed to the detriment of the complainant, he is awarded a compensation of Rs.1,500/- (Rupees one thousand five hundred only) under Section 19(8) (b) of the RTI Act for the detriment suffered by him.  The amount shall be sent to the complainant through Demand Draft under intimation to the Commission.
