ORDER



This order may be read with reference to the previous order 3.11.2015.  The complainant states that he has not received any information on points No.1, 2, 3 and 7after the last hearing held on 3.11.2015.  He admits that he has received the compensation of Rs.1000/- which was ordered in his favour on 3.11.2015.  The respondent-PIO places on record his reply dated 29.12.2015, which is reproduced below:-

Dispatch register is not available, it was searched.  Inquiry was conducted by Deputy Director Local Bodies, Ferozepur.  The employee in whose custody the register has been penalized Rs.500/- for register's misplacement which was given to complainant.  Two times Rs.1000/- penalty was imposed upon M.C. which been paid.  Ist Appellate Authority in order NO.9336 dated 15.7.2014 has mentioned that full information has been supplied to complainant and disposed off the case, copy of judgment is attached.  All the information available in this office has been given to complainant.  Copy to S.H.O for missing Peon Book and Dispatch Registered will be made.  Copy of the letter to SHO will be given to complainant and one copy will be given to the Commission for information."

 From the perusal of the reply of the respondent-PIO, it is clear that available information has been supplied to the complainant.  The respondent-PIO has stated that they are not dealing with any pension scheme but have arranged a copy of pension scheme being run by the Welfare Department. The respondent-PIO in his aforementioned reply dated 29.12.2015 has promised to supply a copy of letter written to SHO, which should be given to the complainant  as well as to the Commission within 10 days.  The police will take action as per law regarding missing Peon Book and Dispatch Register of the respondent-council. The complainant will be at liberty to approach the Commission in case this letter is not supplied to him by the respondent.

In view of the above the Commission is satisfied with the reply and the case filed in the Commission on 22.10.2014 is closed.
