The counsel for the respondent refers to para 40 of Thalappalam Ser.Coop.Bank Ltd.& ... vs State Of Kerala & Ors. decided on 7 October, 2013 by Hon'ble the Supreme Court of India which reads as:-
"40. 

The burden to show that a body is owned, controlled or substantially financed or that a non-government organization is substantially financed directly or indirectly by the funds provided by the appropriate Government is on the applicant who seeks information or the appropriate Government and can be examined by the State Public Information Officer, State Chief Information Officer, State Chief Information Commission, Central Public Information Officer etc., when the question comes up for consideration. A body or NGO is also free to establish that it is not owned, controlled or substantially financed directly or indirectly by the appropriate Government." 


She further submitted that in view of the above judgment, the complainant be asked to submit the issues in writing specifically mentioning the details of incentives being availed by the respondent-institute  as the burden to prove it lies on him as to whether the respondent-institute is substantially funded on continuos basis or not.
3.

The complainant has placed on record a copy of the notification dated 14.6.2011 by the Government of India which says that this institute will be exempted under the income tax for three financial years for Rs.34.95 crores.  The complainant made a reference to Section 18 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 and wanted to use the services of the Commission to get the necessary information on his behalf. The Commission does not want to be a party at this stage and will see at the appropriate stage.

Keeping the above said, in view, the complainant is advised to procure necessary information at his own level through his own sources from the concerned authorities and build up his case and then place it before the Commission.
