This be read in continuation of my order dated 04.11.2015 which is re-produced hereunder :-


“The case has been heard through Video Conferencing.


Since the issue and the parties in fray are similar, this order shall dispose of both the appeals simultaneously. 


This be read in continuation of my earlier order dated 27.08.2015. Despite the clear directions passed in the above order, no headway has been made towards providing the information to the information seeker.  It is understood that the Gas Agency works under the control of the Food & Civil Supplies Authorities and the information being sought is accessible to them.  However, they don’t seem to help the appellant in procuring the same.


Sh. Sukhchain Singh, Appellant has come present at Chandigarh.  The original application was filed by him on 24.03.2015.  Despite a lapse of about seven months, the PIO has been evading the issue.  It is being construed that the PIO is willfully denying the information to the information seeker.  Taking adverse cognizance of the same the PIO is hereby directed to explain as to why the action to impose a penalty @ Rs.250/- per day of delay to an extent of Rs.25,000/- besides recommending disciplinary action against him be not taken as

envisaged under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005.  Meanwhile, it is, once again, desired that the information after procuring it from the concerned Agency be supplied to the appellant without further delay. The PIO i.e. District Food & Civil Supplies Controller shall personally appear on the next date of hearing to explain the status of the information and his conduct in willful denial of the information

The appellant is absent.  Sh. A.P.Singh, DFSC who is present in the video conferencing informs that as per directions of the Commission the remainder of the information has been supplied to him after procuring it from the concerned gas agency.  He further states that most of the information relates to the details of the address of consumers, re-fills supplied to the consumers etc. and is available on the website of the Indian Oil Corporation which is already in the public domain.  The Commission concedes this point that the information which is already in public domain should be accessed by the public as this is no more under the exclusive control of the public authority.  The absence of the appellant suggests that he is satisfied with the information thus supplied to him.



The perusal of the record suggests that there has been inordinate delay in providing the information to the appellant.  The PIO regrets the delay and states that it has not been willfully held with any malafide intention.  While accepting his regrets, the Commission cautions the PIO to be watchful in future.  The appeal is disposed and show cause notice is filed.  Disposed.
