Since the perusal of the file revealed that there are sufficient grounds  to look into the matter by the Commission in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the Act ibid. Notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for today.


During the hearing of this case today it is observed that the requisite information have been personally received by the applicant Shri Amrik Singh on 21.10.2014. However, Shri Amrik Singh, applicant stated that though he has been provided the information by the PIO cum Superintendent, o/o Distt. And Sessions Judge, Moga . the information on point no. 2 is in correct and misleading  and also have been supplied on the torn pages. In this way, he expressed  his dis-satisfaction with the provided information. 

It is thus noted that, appellant-complainant has stated that .provided information is not in accordance with provisions contained in act and is incomplete, illegible and on torn pages.

However,  in view of the facts that the complainant has approached the Commission under provisions of  Section 18 of RTI Act, 2005 in a complainant case,  his attention  deserves to be  invited to para 31 of  the judgment of  Hon’ble Supreme Court of  India  delivered on 12.12.2011 in Civil Appeal Nos. 10787 to 10788  of 2011 (arising out of  SLP © No. 32768 to 32769 of 2010) wherein it has been held as under:-

“The Commissioner while entertaining a complaint under Section 18 of the said Act has no jurisdiction to pass an order providing for an access to the information.


. Thus, no further directions in the matter, being a complaint case can be issued  to the PIO, for providing information.


In this view of the matter, complainant, if he so desires may   file First Appeal against the decision of the PIO before Ms. Pooja Andotra, First Appellate Authority cum 

Chief Judicial Magistrate   Moga for seeking the correct and complete attested information.   If, the  appellant-complainant approaches the First Appellate Authority,   the FAA is directed to decide the matter in accordance with the provisions of the RTI Act within the prescribed time limit, after giving opportunity of hearing to all concerned i.e. to appellant – complainant and PIO..


The FAA  is further directed to peruse all the relevant documents during the hearing and examine whether the information provided by the PIO is complete relevant and correct.


Where the FAA is satisfied that the information provided by the PIO is as per the records, the First Appeal shall be disposed of.  In the event, there are any deficiencies in the information provided by the PIO, the FAA shall direct the PIO to provide the complete information according to the application dated 26.9.2014 filed under the RTI Act, 2005. and after being satisfied that complete information have been provided by PIO to the appellant, first appeal shall be disposed of  by First Appellate Authority, by passing a speaking order.

If, however, the appellant-complainant still does not feel satisfied with the decision of the F.A.A., he will be at liberty to move a Second Appeal before the Commission, as per Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005,

          In terms of the observations noted above, the case is hereby ordered to be closed and disposed of.

The FAA  is further directed to peruse all the relevant documents during the hearing and examine whether the information provided by the PIO is complete relevant and correct.


Where the FAA is satisfied that the information provided by the PIO is as per the records, the First Appeal shall be disposed of.  In the event, there are any deficiencies in the information provided by the PIO, the FAA shall direct the PIO to provide the complete information according to the application dated 13.4.14 filed under the RTI Act, 2005 and being satisfied that complete information as per provisions contained in the Act ibid have been provided by PIO to  complainant, 1st appeal shall be disposed of by FAA, by passing a speaking order.
