The case was last heard on 21.12.2011 when the PIOs submitted their written submissions explaining reasons for non- supply of information to the Complainant. Dr. A. Karthik, IAS, PIO-cum-Joint Secretary Technical Education also explained reasons in detail for non-supply of information to the Complainant.    The main reason put forth by them for the non-supply of information  is  missing of concerned file which is not traceable in their record.  Accordingly, the PIO of 
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the office of Principal Secretary, Technical Education, Punjab was directed to submit an affidavit to the effect that the concerned file  is not traceable  alongwith a copy of the DDR before the next date of hearing i.e. today.
2.

An affidavit dated 26.12.2011 from Shri Harchand Singh, Superintendent-cum-APIO has been submitted in which it has been inter-alia  stated that the file from which the information was to be supplied to Shri Daya Bhan Yadav is not available and is missing since 2004 as per record. Therefore, information could not be supplied to the applicant.  Shri Harchand Singh has also submitted a copy of DDR lodged in the Police Station Sector:3, Chandigarh regarding missing of concerned file. 

3.

After going through the submissions made by the PIOs and the affidavit submitted by Shri Harchand Singh, APIO vis-à-vis DDR, I have come to the conclusion that the information could not be supplied due to missing of concerned file and thus no malafide is proved on the part of any of the PIOs. Therefore, no one can be held responsible for the non-supply of requisite information to the Complainant though it was imperative on the part of PIO to have informed the Complainant of the non-traceability of the concerned file but in stead, after the receipt of notice from the Commission,  more efforts were put in to trace the missing  file.  Therefore,  any action under the provisions of 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 is not desirable. However, at the same time it is noted with 
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concern that  Shri Daya Bhan, Complainant, has suffered undue  mental harassment and financial loss since  30.07.2008, the date of submission of RTI application with the PIO.  Therefore,  to meet the ends of  justice and equity,  awarding  of a suitable compensation  under the provisions of Section 19(8)(b) of RTI Act, 2005 is justifiable for the loss and detriment suffered by the Complainant. Accordingly, a compensation of Rs. 5000/-(Five thousand only) is awarded to Shri Daya  Bhan  to be paid by the Public Authority within thirty  days through Bank Draft.
