 ORDER

On the last date of hearing, on 12.08.2010, the Respondent PIO had been directed to provide the requisite information as demanded by the Complainant vide his letter dated 17.05.2010 at the earliest but not later than 20.08.2010.  However, should exemption be sought by the Respondent then a written submission stating and justifying the exemption sought was to be submitted to the Commission by the Respondent PIO with a copy to the Complainant by 20.08.2010.

During the proceedings today, it transpires that the Respondent has made the following written submissions :-

 

(a)  Vigilance Department’s letter No. 14150-51 dated 18.8.2010.

(b)  Vigilance Bureau’s letter No. 28648/VB/S-14 dated 19.8.2010.  Since this letter had not been received by the Complainant, a copy was provided to him by the Commission in the presence of the Respondent.

3.

The Respondent clarified that a Challan has been presented before the Court of Special Judge – cum – District & Additional Sessions Judge, Mohali.  He also clarified that sanction of the Government had been obtained for prosecution.  However, no information has been provided to the Complainant so far.
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4.

The Complainant submits that information should be provided to him since on the last date of hearing the Respondent present had stated that ‘information as has been demanded can be provided since no exemption under Section 8(1)(h) of the RTI Act, 2005 is being sought now”.
5.

Since the Complainant had not received a copy of Respondent’s letters mentioned at Para 2 (b) above, he is given an opportunity to submit his response to both the letters sent by the Respondent and any additional submission to the Commission by 6.9.2010.  A copy will be endorsed to the Respondent PIO who will submit response to the submission being made by the Complainant by 16.09.2010.  A copy of this will be endorsed to the Complainant.

This case will come up on 21.09.2010 at 2.00 PM.
