He wrote a letter to the Deputy Secretary RTI Cell the next day, i.e. 11.6.2010 complaining that under which rules of the PSEB, the balance amount of Parveen Kumar has been transferred to the account of Mrs.
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Neelam Rani, copy of those rules be supplied to him.

Today during hearing, the Complainant was absent. Respondent stated that information has been supplied to him as per record. PIO is hereby warned to be more careful in future. Commission condones mistake of the PIO this time and such kind of behavior towards the information seekers should not be repeated in future,  repeat of such mistake will call for penal action under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.
