The third party has denied the PIO to disclose her information to the complainant. Also, no opportunity of personal hearing has been given to her in this behalf.    If her  personal information is provided to the complainant  her third party right will be infringed.  As such, the PIO  be restrained from disclosing her personal information. None has appeared on behalf of the PIO.

  After hearing the Advocate appearing on behalf of the third party – Mr.Mandip Kaur and perusing the documents on record, it has been observed that there is matrimonial dispute between the complainant and the third party – Dr.Mandip Kaur.   The third party has also denied  to disclose her information. The provisions prescribed under section 7(7) and section  11(1)  of the RTI Act have also not been followed in affording her opportunity of hearing.  In my view, no  element of public interest is involved in this case   In this view of the matter,, it is not obligatory on the part of the PIO to provide personal information of the third party – Dr.Mandip Kaur.  As such, no further action is required.
