Sh. Jaswinder Singh filed RTI application on 19.3.2010 with the PIO, O/o the XEN Water Supply & Sanitation Division, Gurdaspur seeking information about the work of Saarchur Block Fatehgarh Churian.

PIO vide his letter No.3825, 19.4.2010, after completion of a month replied that the work of Saarchur has been transferred with all record to the office of the Executive Engineer, W/S & Sanitation Division Batala and he should contact that office for obtaining the desired information. After implied refusal to provide the information by the PIO, appellant filed first appeal with the SE, W/S & Sanitation Circle, Gurdaspur, vide his letter dated 22.4.2010. The First Appellate Authority has taken no action. Therefore, he filed second appeal with the Commission on 11.5.2010.

From the perusal of the record, it has been seen that the PIO, O/o XEN W/S & Sanitation Division, Gurdaspur has not complied with the provisions under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act, 2005 under which the request for information which relates to the other Public Authority, may be transferred to the concerned Public Authority
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 within 5 days and if not transferred within the prescribed period, then the concerned PIO is responsible for providing complete information by accessing it from which ever source it is available and provide it immediately without further delay to the applicant. 

4.

The First Appellate Authority of the Public Authority was under obligation to dispose of the Appeal within 30 days, but he took no action, and the Complainant was directed to move from pillar to post to get the information.

5.

PIO is hereby directed to procure the information from which ever Department it is available and supply to the Appellant with a copy to the Commission before the next date of hearing.

Sh. K.K.Vashisht filed second appeal with the Commission on 23.7.2010 with the grievance that incomplete information has been provided to him by the PIO, O/o Secretary PWD & B&R, Punjab, Chandigarh and Under Secretary PWD B&R, Punjab, Chandigarh.

2.  

During hearing, Respondent stated that the record is 18 years old and the file is not traceable. Appellant stated that he has been wrongfully ignored for giving promotion and the information has been withheld intentionally and deliberately; and record pertaining to certain items as per RTI application has also been destroyed.

3.

A major object of the RTI Act, 2005, has been to promote good governance so as to ensure reasonable degree of accountability and performance in working of public authorities. In the course of hearing, it clearly emerges that Respondent has withheld the record for malafide reasons or there may be other form of mischief leading to destruction of record.

4.

As agreed by the PIO, he would identify and furnish the details of the concerned officials who are responsible for missing the record. On the basis of identification of concerned officials, necessary action would be initiated under Section
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20(1) and Section 21 of the RTI Act, 2005, on the ground of withholding information and laxity in performing obligatory function. The PIO is, therefore, directed to provide details of the officials who are responsible for missing the record and register an FIR and fix the responsibility and he will also file an affidavit regarding the non-existence of the record within 20 days from the date of issue of these orders, failing which penal proceedings will be initiated against all those officials who will be responsible for non-compliance.

5.

First Appellate Authority has not passed any order and has not bothered to dispose of the appeal within 30 days as per the RTI Act. First Appellate Authority is directed to file an explanation to this effect before the next date of hearing.
