ORDER


In this case, Complainant sought information from PIO, O/o District Transport Officer, Ferozepur vide his application dated 26.03.2010. As according to the Complainant, information was not supplied by District Transport Officer, Ferozepur, he filed a complaint with the Commission on 01.05.2010 which was fixed for hearing on 03.06.2010.

2.
In the hearing dated 03.06.10, neither the PIO nor his representative attended the hearing and PIO was directed to file an affidavit as to why information has not been supplied to the Complainant with respect to his application for information dated 26.03.2010 and why action should not be taken against him under Section 20 of the RTI Act 2005 and why Complainant should not be compensation under Section 19(8)(b) RTI Act 2005.

On 24.06.10, again neither the PIO nor his representative attended the hearing and it had been found that Gurcharan Singh, ADTO, Ferozepur was having dual charge at the time information was sought, therefore, Gurcharan Singh, ADTO, Ferozepur was directed to file an affidavit in response to the show cause notice issued to him.

On 09.07.10, Sh. Sheetal Singh, Clerk O/o DTO, Ferozepur attended the hearing and stated that the information, in the instant case has admittedly been supplied and the information was unduly delayed for three months and Sh. Gurcharan Singh, ADTO was PIO at the time information was sought by the Complainant. Representative of the DTO, Ferozepur  had submitted that Gurcharan Singh is on leave from 01.07.10 to 15.07.10 and reply to the show cause notice will be submitted after the joining of Gurcharan Singh, ADTO.

In the hearing dated 30.07.10, Sh. Gurcharan Singh, ADTO, Ferozepur had informed the Commission on telephone that affidavit in response to the order showing cause would be submitted on the next date of hearing as he had been assigned duty in the flood affected areas. Again, at today’s hearing, none is present. Gurcharan Singh, ADTO, Ferozepur has not bothered to inform the Commission about his absence for today’s hearing. Inspite of two opportunities, Sh. Gurcharan Singh who was the PIO at that time information was sought has failed to file reply in response to the order showing cause.
6.
Complainant had submitted that he has not been provided the information within the time. He has, therefore, suffered mental harassment and financial loss in attending the hearings in the Commission. For this the Complainant demanded that the Respondent be penalized and he be compensated for the detriment suffered. 

7.
In this view of the matter, I am convinced that it would be in the fitness of things that the Complainant is suitable compensated for the detriment and financial loss suffered on account of the hearings which the Complainant had to attend before the Commission.  In the facts and circumstance, of the case, I award a sum of Rs. 2,000/- (Rupees Two Thousand Only) to the Complainant under Section 19(8)(b) of the Act.  It is clarified that the amount of compensation shall be paid by the O/o DTO, Ferozepur  to the Complainant before the next date of hearing. DTO, Ferozepur shall ensure that the compensation awarded herein, is paid to the Complainant by the O/o DTO, Ferozepur as directed in this case.

As the information is to be supplied within 30 days of the making of information request and there is too much  delay on the part of the Respondent. The facts and 
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circumstances of the case justify the imposition of the maximum amount of penalty upon Sh. Gurcharan Singh, ADTO, Ferozepur. However, taking a lenient view in the matter, I impose a penalty of Rs. 5000/- (Rs. five thousand only)  on the Respondent. This amount shall be paid by Sh. Gurcharan Singh, ADTO, Ferozepur as his personal liability. The DTO, Ferozepur shall ensure that this amount of penalty  is deducted from the salary of the Respondent and deposited in the Treasury under the relevant head.
