Shri Jasvir Singh, Appellant vide his RTI application dated 04.09.12, addressed to PIO-cum-Additional Secretary , Government of Punjab, Department of Technical Education and Industrial Training, Chandigarh, sought following information on three points:-

(1)
Who have submitted the complaints against public servants to the T.E.I.T of Government of Punjab for the period 1.1.2006 to 31.8.2012;

(2)
Letter numbers with dates for demanding the affidavits issued to complainants in order to conduct the enquiry against the complaints mentioned in (1);

(3)
Detail of complaints against which no affidavit was sought and to conduct the enquiry was recommended.

 Failing to get any response within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 11.10.2012 and thereafter approached the Commission by filing 2nd appeal, received in it on 16.11.2012 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.
Smt. Daljit Kaur, Senior Assistant and Shri Gurmail Singh, Senior Assistant appearing on behalf of the respondent-PIO-cum-Additional Secretary, Government of Punjab, Department of Technical Education and Industrial Training stated that the requisite information was sent vide letter No.2300 dated 15.10.12 and letter No.2406 dated 2.11.12 under registered cover. Shri Jasvir Singh, appellant have stated that the provided information since was incomplete, therefore, he pointed out certain discrepancies/deficiencies to the PIO-Additional Secretary, Government of Punjab, Department of Technical Education and Industrial Training but same have not been answered/replied by PIO, so far.  


At this representatives appearing for respondent-PIO-cum-Additional Secretary, Government of Punjab, Department of Technical Education and Industrial Training, requested for more two weeks time for providing remaining information, removing the deficiencies pointed out by appellant.  In view of facts that sought information was voluminous, additional time is granted and the PIO-cum-Additional Secretary, Government of Punjab, Department of Technical Education and Industrial Training, Mini Secretariat, Sector-9, Chandigarh is directed to send remaining complete information, duly authenticated and free of cost to the appellant within a period of 15 days under registered cover, failing which punitive provision of the RTI Act,2005 could be invoked.
