ORDER



On two consecutive dates, notice was issued to the Commissioner, Municipal Commissioner, Ludhiana to file a report or produce record as to whether ‘Sweepers’ (Safai Karamchari) working in the area of Tagore Nagar “A’ Welfare Society are employees of the Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana or they are employees of Tagore Nagar  A Welfare Society.  Information was further sought from the Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana as to who maintains the attendance record in respect of these sweepers and in case they are employees of the society whether the salary of these sweepers is reimbursed to the society and if so what procedure is being followed in this regard.  Copies of the relevant instructions were also sought.  The information on the above issues relates to the period from 1.1.2010 to 31.12.2010.  However, none has appeared on behalf of the Corporation and no record has been produced before the Commission inspite of two consecutive opportunities.  This Commission is, therefore, constrained to issue bailable warrant of Shri M.S. Jaggi, the Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana in exercise of powers conferred on me under Section 18(3) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 read with the relevant provisions of the Civil Procedure Code with the direction that the Commissioner shall produce the relevant record and copies of the instructions issued on this subject before the Commission on the next date of hearing, which is fixed for 2.7.2012.  A copy of this order shall be endorsed to the Commissioner of Police, Ludhiana to serve the bailable warrant on the Commissioner of the Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana.

So far as the respondent-Tagore Nagar A Welfare Society is concerned, the only information which yet remains to be furnished pertains to certified copies of the utilization certificates furnished by the respondent-society to the Punjab Government and Local Bodies Department in respect of funds received by it from the Government during the period 1.1.2010 to 31.12.2010.  The counsel for the respondent-society undertakes to file a reply on this issue.  In case these certificates have not been furnished so far, the respondent will ensure that certified copies of the same are handed over to the information-seeker before the next date of hearing.

The complainant has also pointed out a deficiency in the information furnished to him.  In the list of defaulters, the name of Shri Pawan Sood appears at Sr. No.5.  He has been shown in the list as a defaulter for the period from 2007-2011.  The plea of the complainant is that he had issued a cheque of Rs.1200/- bearing No.978281 dated 19.4.2007 from his State Bank of India Account No.30014181986 in favour of the Tagore Nagar A Welfare Society.  The cheque amount pertained to the period 2007 and therefore,  it was pleaded that he has been wrongly shown as a defaulter for that period.

This Commission, however, is not to go into these issues under the Right to Information Act, 2005. Information/record is to be provided as it exists or is held by or under the control of a public authority. If a wrong entry has been made in record by the respondent-society regarding defaulters, including Shri Pawan Sood, the concerned individuals are free to approach the appropriate administrative or judicial authority for administrative remedy in the matter.  If the complainant feels that the amount paid by him has not been correctly reflected in the register or that the amount has been misappropriated by the society, he is free to lodge an FIR in this regard with the police authorities.
