Earlier by order dated 21.07.2010, notice was issued to the  PIO to show cause why penalty of Rs. 25000/- be not imposed upon him under section 20(1) of the RTI Act for providing wrong and misleading information and compensation be not awarded to  the complainant under section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act  for the harassment and detriment suffered by him.

Today during the course of hearing,  the  PIO stated that  letter No 5084-73 dated 29.06.2077 does not exist in their record and that incorrect information was supplied by the then PIO Shri Joginderpal Singh Walia.  He further said that he has joined recently (a 
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week before) and  will look into the matter and  produce the original record  before the Commission. In view of this, a show cause notice be issued to the then PIO Shri Joginderpal Singh Walia for providing  wrong and misleading information .

 It is seen that unnecessary harassment  and determent has been caused to the complainant  in getting the information.  The complainant deserves to be awarded compensation under section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005. It is  ordered that an amount of Rs. 5000/- should be paid to him by the respondent-department from the Government funds  before the next date of hearing and the  remaining information should also be supplied to him.

Shri Lal Chand Guru has filed a complainant dated 02.07.2010 before the Commission with the grievance that  he had  filed his RTI application dated 02.03.2010 before  Deputy Secretary,PSEB, Patiala which was transferred  to the PIO/Director (Personnel), PSEB, Patiala under section 6(3) on 04.03.2010 for supply of the information.   When  no reply was received,  he filed another RTI application on 10.04.2010  which was transferred to the PIO/Dir. (Personnel) on 19.04.2010.  The APIO/Deputy Secretary (Services-I) Patiala vide his letter dated 21.04.2010  wrote to the Superintendent (Gazette-2), Punjab State Power Corporation Ltd. Patiala to supply the information but the same was not supplied  to him.  The complainant further states that he has been intentionally ignored for promotion whereas his juniors have been promoted 
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2
The APIO stated that the complainant had sought information on  points (a) to (i) which has been provided  to him except on point (i) which will be provided in due course.   As regards delay in providing the information, he stated that it was due to the fact that the dealing hand was on leave.  
 3
The Commission takes serious view  of the  delay on the part of the respondent  in supply of the information to the complainant by  taking the plea that the dealing hand was on leave.  It is the responsibility of the senior officer to make alternative arrangement to respond to the RTI applications.  The complainant cannot be made to suffer on account of negligence on the part of the seniors.   The remaining information on point (i) i.e. Eligibility criteria  should be supplied to the complainant before the next date of hearing failing which action shall be taken against the PIO under section 20(I) of the RTI Act.
