At the earlier hearing on 04.08.08 none appeared on behalf of the respondent and the PIO was directed to be personally present at today’s date of hearing with all the relevant information sought by the appellant and explanation of his disobedience to the directions of the Commission



Today again no one is present on behalf of the respondent. Appellant Sh Gurbaksh Singh is present and says that nothing has been received from the respondent in response to his original application as well as his first appeal. Apart from this, the Respondent has not taken care even to respond to the notices issued by the Commission.  The failure to give information and follow the directions of the Commission clearly stems from an attitude of indifference to the mandate of the Statute.  I have no hesitation to hold that in the instant case, the Respondent has failed to supply the information malafidely and without any reasonable cause within the time specified in Sub Section 1 of Section 7.  In these circumstances, the Respondent becomes liable to be penalized under Section 20 of the RTI Act 2005 and the PIO is hereby issued a show cause notice as to why action should not be taken against him by imposing a penalty under section 20(1).  



The PIO is directed to supply the information within 15 days and to file compliance report in the Commission on the next date of hearing. The PIO is also directed that he should be personally present to explain as to why he be not penalized U/s 20 RTI Act, 2005.
