In the earlier order dated 9.1.08 it had been dictated in the presence of Sh. Mukhtiar Singh, Naib Tehsildar/APIO on behalf of the respondent that information as per section 7(6) of the RTI Act 2005 should be supplied free of cost  Today none is present on behalf of the respondent.  A letter dated 31.01.2008 has been received in the Commission on 4.02.08.  The letter states that “Sh. Roshan Lal, Complainant was given copies of documents from page 1789 to 1871 totaling 41 leaves or 82 pages and also of Mustaka Malkan Bah Panchayat Deh page No. 1457 on 17.01.08.” 


The letter also states that the amount has been charged for this information since the order passed in the Commission on 9.01.2007 regarding free of cost was only received in the office of Pritam Singh, PCS, Sub Divisional Magistrate on 28.01.2008.  It is pointed out that the order regarding free of cost was dictated in the presence of Mukhtiar Singh, APIO and the fees was charged from the complainant on 17.01.2008  which does not justify the plea in the letter cited above that they were not aware of the directions of the Commission. The letter also states that the respondent gave the fees on his own free will which is denied by Roshan Lal.
