Vide my order dated 04.08.2008, I had called upon the Respondent/PIO i.e. Mrs. Vinay Sharma, Tehsildar Patiala to show cause why penalty under Section 20 RTI Act, 2005, for the delay caused in supplying the information, be not imposed upon her. 

2.

No written reply to the show cause notice has been filed by the Respondent. It has been orally stated that no penalty should be imposed. However, no reasons have been given explaining the delay satisfactorily. The application for information was filed on 24.09.2007 and the information was supplied on 03.07.2008. As per Section 7 of the Act, the information has to be supplied within 30 days of the application. The Respondent was, therefore, obliged to supply the information on or before 24.10.2007. Computing the period of delay w.e.f. 24.10.2007 till 03.07.2008, it comes to nearly 250 days. The maximum penalty of Rs. 25,000/- can therefore be imposed upon the Respondent for the delay in supplying the information. I, however, feel that it would meet the ends of justice if a penalty of Rs. 10,000/- is imposed. I order accordingly. The Respondent is directed to deposit the amount of penalty in the treasury under the relevant head within one week from the receipt of this order.
