This point is not only pointed out to Secretary, Health and Family Welfare, Punjab but it is also asserted that the letter dated 9.10.07 which transferred the case under section 6(3)is also not followed.  A copy of this letter should be sent to the Principal Secretary, Health and Family Welfare.

The complainant has filed this complaint on 16.01.2008 stating therein that the respondent has not supplied the information in response to his demand for information dated 15.7.06, 26.7.06. A notice of hearing on 14.7.2008 was issued on 27.6.08,



The respondent presented a reply vide his letter No.RTI/1951 dated 14.7.08 stating therein that the complainant has filed a earlier complaint No.640/06 on 17.10.2006 in which he has written that information in respect of his two requests for information dated 15.7.06 has not been supplied to him. This complaint was adjudicated upon by Mr. P.K.Verma, Learned State Information Commissioner on 14.12.2006 and finally disposed off on 18.1.2007. The respondent has also attached a copy of order dated 14.2.2007 of Director Health & Family Welfare, Punjab sent to the petitioner disposing of his representation against the adverse remark recorded in his annual confidential report for the year 2001-2002. The respondent has further stated that no other information remains pending which may be supplied to the complainant. I have seen the case file of CC No.640/06 disposed off by learned State Information Commissioner Mr. P.K.Verma on 18.1.2007. It is apparent that the complainant has again made this complaint against respondent to the Commission without disclosing the disposal of the matter by the Commission on 18.1.2007. This has resulted in wastage of time and money by the respondent. 


In view of the above, I do not find any substance in the above complaints and these all are dismissed.
