That at the time of winding up of REC Organization in terms of Secretary/Board Office Order No. 8445 dated 01.06.1999, the Record related to REC was required to be handed over to concerned DS Zones. The record of works executed by Sh. Manohar Singh JE (Retd.) during his posting in RE Organization was not properly handed/taken over.

All CE’s under PSEB were requested vide this office letter No. 2173/2201 dated 06.02.2008 to make thorough search in their offices under their jurisdiction to locate to above record as demanded  by the Complainant. Thereafter, in pursuance to the order dated 04.03.2008 passed by the Hon’ble Commission, letters were written on 05.03.2008, 24.03.2008 and 31.03.2008 to find and intimate the status in respect of the documents sought by the Complainant. The copies of the letters are annexed as Annexure R-1, R-2, R-3.

Further most of the Chief Engineers have intimated that the said documents are not available. It is also highlighted that Sh. Satnam  Singh, Under Secretary, Central Zone, Ludhiana went to the office of Sr. XEN (APDRP) (Op.) Division, Jalandhar on 120.3.2008 to find the documents, however, despite best efforts, the said documents could not be traced. Also for the loss of the balance record as demanded by the complainant, it has already been intimated that Sr. XEN (Op.) division Jagraon has submitted an application with Police Station,  Sidhwan Bet. Besides this, disciplinary action have been intimated against Delinquent Officials. It is thus
