From the Public Information Officer O/o Deputy Commissioner, Amritsar.  APIO-cum-District Revenue Officer, Amritsar transferred this request for information to APIO-cum-sub Registrar, Amritsar-1 and Sub Registrar, Amritsar-2 vie his letter No. RTI/1136-37 dated 23.06.08.  A copy of which was also addressed to the complainant.  Sub Registrar, Amritsar-1 and Sub Registrar, Amritsar-2 informed the complainant vide their letter No. SR-1/632-33 dated 25.06.08 and No. SR-II/80 dated 25.06.08 respectively that the Revenue authorities only registered the deed of land allotted by the Improvement Trust and that department does not have the information about the receipt of applications for allotment of plot and other information about their acceptance or rejection. 



Being dissatisfied with the above reply of respondent the complainant filed a complaint in the Commission on 25.08.08 alleging that the required information has not been provided to him even after lapse of 54 days till the date of filing the complaint.  A notice of hearing was issued on 18.09.08 to respondent to come present on 15.10.08.  Today the respondent did not turn up.  As per provision contained in Section 6(3) of RTI Act 2005 a Public Authority bound to transfer any application within 5 days to another Public Authority from the date of receipt of such application.  In the instant case, the respondent has merely transferred it to Sub Registrar, Amritsar 1 and 2 which were subordinate to him to inform the complainant to ask the information from Improvement Trust, Amritsar instead of transferring the request for information to Improvement Trust, Amritsar if it was not related to them.  During the course of hearing the complainant stated that some information has been supplied to him partly on 13.10.08.  In view of above, the respondent should collect the remaining information from the quarter concerned and deliver it to the complainant within 15 days and to file compliance report in the Commission. None has appeared on behalf of the respondent which clearly stems from an attitude of defiance to the mandate of statute and in my view considerable time has elapsed since the application for information was made and not only has the PIO chosen not to supply the information within the stipulated time but also gone against the directions/summon of the Commission. Therefore, the PIO is directed to be personally present at the next date hearing.
