(ii) Copies of the order be sent to the petitioner as well as respondent. It is directed that the order be sent to the respondent through registered post. 

(iii) The Principal Secretary School Education shall take necessary steps to recover the amount of penalty of Rs.25000/- imposed upon the respondent and give the intimation about it to the Commission.

(iv) The Principal Secretary School Education shall ensure that the respondent appears before the Commission on the next date of hearing. 
(v) It is also recommended to the Principal Secretary School Education, Punjab that appropriate disciplinary proceedings be initiated against the Respondent as he has failed to perform his duties under the RTI Act, 2005 in the matter of providing information and has also failed to obey the directions issued by the Commission from time to time.
