ORDER

1.

Shri Daljit Singh, J.E. makes a written submission of Shri Rakesh Anand, XEN, Drainage Division, Amritsar vide  which he(XEN) has requested for exemption from personal appearance on 17.12.2008  before the Commission at Ravi Sadan, Shahpur Kandi near Pathankot  in the instant case as he has to appear in the Hon’ble Court of Shri Manmohan Huria, IAS(Retd),  Commissioner Enquiries, on 17.12.2008.

The Complainant Shri Baldev Singh states that no information, as per the directions given  on the last date of hearing on 6.11.2008, has been supplied to him. He brings  to the notice of the Commission that the Government land belonging to the Irrigation Department (Drainage Division) as per the revenue Record is being sold illegally by the encroachers in connivance with the Revenue Staff.

The Complainant Shri Baldev Singh has demanded specific
