Yards, restrict to the number of plots.   it should be possible  through the receipt books or  other books to find out as to how many applicants for a particular scheme  and for a particular size of plot had applied in  that area and how many applications are still pending.  Such a list may be provided to the complainant. Complainant has been running to get this information for the last 26 years and  it is least we can do to help a senior citizen.  Information be provided now within 15 days failing which action will be taken against PIO under section 20 of the RTI Act for not providing the information.
