Vide my order dated 16.04.08 a penalty of Rs. 25,000/- has been imposed upon the respondent i.e. Mrs. Manjit Kaur, BPEO, Budhlada.  The order afore-mentioned was passed in absentia as the respondent was not present on that day. The respondent has now moved an application, which has been registered as MR No. 60 of 2008, seeking recall of the order dated 16.04.08 imposing penalty of Rs. 25,000/- upon her.  She has stated that her absence on the last date of hearing was neither deliberate nor willful but was on account of certain untoward happenings having taken place.  She has dilating upon this aspect stating that her only daughter was murdered by her in laws on 26.01.07 and that she remained extremely occupied with the investigations and other related matters in connection therewith.  Thereafter, it is, stated that she lost her brother Manjit Singh who died on 23.11.07.  She has also stated that in her office she is working alone with the help of a peon. A clerk working in the office has retired and nobody has joined in his place yet.  On account of these circumstances, the entire work of the office is being looked after by her alone.  Consequently she has not been able to discharge her functions properly.  In these circumstances she has prayed for recall of the order of imposing penalty.  In view of the averments made by the respondent here-in above, I hereby permit her to place on record the documents in support of her case.  Let the relevant material be placed on record by the respondent within one week.  


Insofar as the supply of the information is concerned, the respondent/PIO, that is, Manjit Kaur states that she has been advised by her Sr. Officers that the documents demanded could not be given to the complainant as after resigning from the job, he has lost his right to get a copy of the service book. The reason given by her is not tenable in law. I therefore, reject her plea regarding the denial of information. She has intimated that the service book of the complainant has been sent to the Head Master, Govt. High School, Chatha Nanehra vide letter dated 15.02.08.  I, however, find there is no direction to the Headmaster concerned to deliver copy of the service book to the complainant.  I therefore, direct the respondent to take all necessary steps to ensure that a copy of the service book is handed over by the Headmaster concerned to the complainant before the next date of hearing.
