Shri Dalbir Singh, District Education Officer, Gurdaspur has stated that on a complaint received from the Sarpanch about absence of the appellant,  departmental inquiry has been ordered against her and the case of absence for two years  will be considered after receipt of  the inquiry report. The appellant states the respondent-department has wrongly submitted before the Commission that copy of the complaint sent by the Sarpanch and copy of the reply sent by her husband have been enclosed with the letter sent to her.  

3.

It is not expected from the officials of the Education Department to mislead the Commission or the appellant.  If the asked for information is available it should be supplied and if not then the appellant has a right to know that the same is not available.  When information is sought from a department under the RTI Act, the department is expected to supply such information. The spirit of Right to Information Act is that public should know about the working of the Government offices and the fate of the applications sent by them. This has not been done in this case.  

4.

Shri Dalbir Singh further states that a charge-sheet has been served upon the appellant but no acknowledgement of the appellant about receipt of the same has been produced before this Commission.   All officials appearing for the respondent-department could not give satisfactory reply to the quarry of the Commission. 
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5.

The following information should be supplied to the appellant as per her request:-

(i) Copy of complaint of the Sarpanch and copy of the letter written to the husband of the appellant.

(ii) Fate of leave of applications sent by the appellant.

(iii) Photocopy of Rules under which her lien was transferred from one school to another school.

6.

After information is supplied, the appellant can go through the same and report if she is satisfied with the information or not?  If satisfied, she need not come and may send a letter acknowledging the receipt of information in question.

7.

Case is adjourned to 20.8.2007 when District Education Officer, Gurdaspur and representatives of the respondent-department appeared today should be present personally.

ORDER



Shri Bal, Advocate appearing for the complainant says that he visited the office of the respondent-department at Amritsar on 10th and 11th of July, 2007 as per the appointment fixed at 11.00 A.M.  However, at the given date and time, the door of  the Superintending Engineer of the respondent-department was locked and it  was told that Shri Grewal who was Superintending Engineer-cum-Public Information Officer has been transferred to Ludhiana and his successor did not come to the office.  After waiting for two hours and making number of telephone calls, he came to the office and asked Shri Bal to give in writing about the information he sought for.  After receiving the application, he provided vague information.  Complainant had asked the respondent-department about the reasons for exempting certain pockets from the proposed scheme to favour colonizers and had applied for exemption of 5 acres of land for super specialties hospital but the respondent has given no reply to the same.

2.

This Commission takes serious view of such attitude on the part of the respondent-department.  Already three hearings have taken place but no reply is forthcoming. The Commission, therefore, orders  that for his  visits  to Amritsar,  Shri Bal, Advocate who is  representing the complainant   should be paid  by the respondent-department compensation @ Rs.1000/- per day for two days i.e. 10th and 11th of July, 2007..

3.

Case stands adjourned to 20.8.2007 when the successor of Shri Grewal, Superintending Engineer should be personally present alongwith the concerned PIO, if the PIO is different.  They should bring full information and also explain why action should not be taken against them under Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005.  Shri Avtar Singh Grewal who had appeared on the last hearing dated 15.6.2007 should also be present though he has been transferred.  Why action should not be taken against him under Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 for disobeying the instructions of the Commission as well as violation for supply of information.
