We had accordingly directed the PIO to submit an affidavit explaining reasons for the delay  being caused and show-cause as to why penalty not be imposed on him and compensation not be given to the Appellant. During today’s proceedings the Respondent submits an affidavit and also provides some information  as had been sought by the Appellant in his original application. 

2.

We have gone over the detail of information being sought by the Appellant and we discern that there are a  number of short-falls/deficiencies in the information being supplied to the Appellant. We therefore direct the
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 Respondent to submit a comprehensive response to the Appellant at the earliest but not later than 5.11.2007 with a copy to the Commission. The PIO will ensure that all aspects of the information required by the Appellant  are adequately covered in the comprehensive response.
