In his original application, the complainant has cited the irregularities in the construction by the Town Planner but no specific point has been mentioned as regards the information of sanctioned is concerned.  When this point has been pointed out to Sh. Daulat Singh his submission is that he wishes to know why no reply has been given by the Revenue Department till date. It is clear at this stage that neither the complainant nor the respondent who is from the Municipal Corporation, Amritsar is aware of the provision of the act. The PIO of the Revenue Department is directed to appear at the next date of hearing to whom the case was applied in the original application dated 04.02.2006. Since the case was not transferred within 5 days as per u/s 6(3)(ii). Therefore, it is the responsibility of the Revenue Department to give an explanation and provide information which is so far has not been provided.
