        ORDER

1.  Vide my order dated 25.09.2008 I had reserved order regarding provision of information and payment of fee. 

2. The case relates to seeking information pertaining to accounts and operations of Sukhmani Society for Citizen Services, Distt. Branch, at Jalandhar. Initial request was made on 18.01.2008 and it had 49 items.  On not receiving the response the complainant filed a complaint with the Commission on 04.03.2008 under the provision of Section 18 (1) of the RTI Act 2005, in view of the fact that the period of 30 days had elapsed before the Respondent initiated action to inform the Complainant of the requisite fee. I have perused the documents provided by both sides on this matter. It has come to my notice that Form A dated 18.01.2008 was sent by the Complainant on 19.01.2008 through speed post.  This document has been received in the office of the Respondent on 21.01.2008 as per the endorsement by the Respondent.  The Complainant though addressed the letter to Sukhmani Society for Citizens Services, the District Revenue cum State APIO, Jalandhar transferred the case to Secretary, Sukhmani Society for Citizens, Services, Jalandhar on 29.01.2008 for providing information to the Respondent.  The Respondent Sukhmani Society vide his letter No. 108/SSCS dated 25.02.2008 apart from providing information requested the Complainant to dispatch a sum of Rs. 2000/- for providing certified copies of the information demanded.  As per the record available the said letter was dispatched to the Complainant as registered parcel on 27.02.2008.  The plea of the Complainant is that as the demand for fee was informed to him on 27.02.2008 is beyond the stipulated 30 days period as per Section 7 (6) of the RTI Act he be provided information free of cost. 

3. Sub-Section (6) of Section 7 provides that where the public authority concerned fails to comply with the time limits specified in Sub-Section (1), the person making request for information shall be provided information free of 
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charge. The question that arises for determination, in the instant case, thus, is whether, in the facts and circumstances of the case, the respondent has failed to 

comply with the statutorily prescribed time limits. The answer to this question shall depend on whether the language of Section 7 (1) is to be construed as mandatory, requiring to be strictly complied with or whether it can be read as merely directory, requiring only a substantial compliance. It is trite law that time limits fixed in statutes for performance of public duties are directory and substantial compliance therewith would be enough. In this situation, the question whether there has been any willful infraction on the part of the PIO/Public Authority in complying with the statutory provision would have to be answered taking into account the surrounding circumstances. 

4. In the instant case, it is seen that the delay is only of about 7 days. The information sought from the Respondent is quite intricate and voluminous. The Respondent has quite diligently prepared a point-wise response to the information sought. In these circumstances, I am of the considered view that it cannot be held that the Respondent has failed to comply with the time limits prescribed under Section 7(1). The Complainant is, therefore, not entitled to information free of charge. Respondent is directed to deliver the information to the Complainant as and when he deposits/pays the requisite fee.

5. The matter is Disposed of and closed.  Copies of the order be sent to both the parties.

        ORDER

1. 

Order regarding imposition of penalty upon the Respondent and award of compensation to the Appellant was reserved on 16.10.2008. 

2.  

The application for information was filed by the Appellant before the Respondent on 06.07.2007.  Having failed to obtain information from the PIO as well as the first Appellate Authority he filed the instant second appeal before the Commission on 30.10.2007.  Thereafter, during the course of hearing of appeal, information was partly supplied on 22.11.2007 and 16.12.2007. Remaining information was also supplied to the Appellant by the Respondent on 27.03.2008.  Thus, by 27.03.2008, the entire information demanded by the Appellant stood supplied to the Appellant.  In this manner, there is a time gap of eight months and 21 days between the date of application and the supply of information in its entirety.   Deducting one month as the permissible period for the supply of information, the delay in providing the information comes to seven months and twenty one days. 
3. 

Replying to the show cause notice  under Section 20, the Respondent PIO namely Sh. Balkar Singh Randhawa, SDO, Verka, Sub Division, PSEB, Amritsar has filed an affidavit dated 21.09.2008.   In this affidavit it is admitted that there has been delay in processing the request for information.  It is, however, alleged that the Punjab State Electricity Board officers have large number of commitments in the field while ensuring the electricity supply to the farmers, industrialists and other consumers and to maintain large transmission lines.   For this reason the officers are not in a position to devote enough time for the office work.  Resultantly the information requests, as in the instant case, get delayed.  He has alleged that the delay has been caused on account of the multifarious nature of functions which the 
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office of PSEB has to perform.  The application was made by the Appellant to the office of XEN, which in turn, sent the requirement to the office of SDO, Verka, Sub Division.   It is also alleged that the records in question were earlier in the custody of  the Appellant himself and that he had not handed over the charge of the documents.  This also made it difficult for the PSEB officials to locate the various documents which were demanded by the Appellant. 

4. 

The reasons given in the affidavit filed by the Respondent for the delay occurring in the supply of information, cannot be termed as utterly devoid of substance. There is, thus no sufficient reason for penalizing the Respondent/PIO under Section 20 of the RTI Act 2005.  There is however, considerable delay in the supply of information.  The Appellant has had to file the instant appeal before the Commission and thereafter attend the proceedings before it on five occasions before he could get the information.   In this view of the matter, ends of justice will be met if a compensation of Rs.5000/- (Rupees Five Thousand only) is awarded to the Appellant under Section 19 (8) (b).  The amount of compensation shall be paid by the Public Authority.   It is directed that the amount of compensation be paid within one week.
