The appellant is arguing in favour of his contention that the statements, of which copies are required by him, must be available in the records of the respondent, because the same copies have been obtained by him informally from the Police Station (PS Division No. 6),Ludhiana, and in case the respondent is now claiming that the original statements are not available in either the police file or the judicial file, it is clear that the records have been tempered with.


There is considerable strength in the contention of the appellant.  The photostat copies of the statements submitted by him and sent to the  Court are enclosed with these orders.  It would be seen that they bear the signatures of the SHO (PS Division No. 6),  who recorded them on in July and August, 2001.  The statements recorded on 3-8-2001 also bear the signatures of ASI Darshan Singh and Head Constable Malkiat Singh.  In these circumstances, the respondent is directed to institute an inquiry into the whereabouts of these statements and to fix the responsibility on the  official responsible for their having been removed from the records.  Relevant to the inquiry would be  the genuineness of the signatures
