In the earlier hearing on 27.02.2007, a show cause notice was given as to why PIO should not be penalized. Full information has not been given to the complainant. Point No.3 regarding 2026 recruitments (how much back log Gen. Category SC is added) has not been provided to him. A letter has been received from the ADC that he is busy in the Zila Parisad Elections to be held on 12.05.2008 and is unable to attend the hearing. In case the respondent was detailed in election duty he was required to depute some responsible person well conversant about the facts of the case. The person present on behalf of respondent could not explain the case properly. Earlier too on 27.02.2008 a Clerk was deputed to attend the hearing before the Commission. The PIO has failed to reply to the show cause notice issued vide order dated 07.04.2008 for imposition of penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005. 

So far as disposal of demand for information is concerned it still remains unattended. The respondent is again directed to meet the request for information without any further delay. One more opportunity’s granted to the Respondent to show cause by penalty U/s 20 of RTI Act, 2005 be not imposed upon him. It is made clear that in case cause and aforesaid is not shown by the Respondent, decision on the question of imposition of penalty shall be taken on the basis of the material on record.
