Dr. Rehman Akhter, complainant vide his letter dated 10.3.07  states that his application dated 12.1.07 made to the Principal, Govt. College, Malerkotla with due payment of fee (Rs. 20), under RTI Act remained unattended, A copy of the complainant was forwarded to the concerned PIO and date of hearing fixed  for 1.8.07 both the parties were duly informed.

2.     Today, Sh. Tarsem Singh Rana, Lecturer, Punjabi, representing the PIO has stated that all information asked for by the complainant has since been provided to him. The merit list had been sent to him vide registered letter No. 725, dated 20.07.07. He states that payment of Rs. 1575/- towards deducted  money  has also been made vide cheque No. 756971 dated 18.07.07. Dr. Rehman Akhter  has  confirmed  the receipt of the payment but not  of the merit list, which has been provided to him today during the hearing.

However, Dr. Rehman Akhter states that unnecessary delay of more than 5-6 months has been caused by the college beyond the stipulated date for the same provided under the Act. It is correct that 5 months delay has taken place and it is also seen that the PIO has not cared to sent any letter of explanation for the same.

The Public Information Officer is  hereby given notice under Section 20(1) of the R.T.I. Act and is required to file written reply/explanation as to why action, as envisaged therein be not taken against him through the imposition of penalty of Rs.250/- for each day of the delay subject to the maximum of Rs.25, 000/- as per the provision in the Act.

The P.I.O. is also hereby given an opportunity for personal hearing under Section 20(1) Proviso thereto, on the same date. He may take note that in case he does not file written reply and also chooses not to appear on that date, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission will take further proceedings in his absence.

Sh. Tarsem Singh Rana  has explained that Mrs. Kulwant Kaur Sandhu, Principal remained on leave for more than 2 months as her son remained in coma and the Vice Principal also remained on leave during the same period. He therefore, requested that the delay may be excused. He may give all facts in writing.

Dr. Jasbir Singh, vide his complaint dated 12.03.07 stated that his application made  to the PIO, Department of Health & Family Welfare, Punajb dated 10.01.07 made under the RTI Act with due payment of fee has not been attended to. Along with his complainant he has attached copy of his earlier representations which have been separately addressed to the i) Principal Secretary, Department of Health & Medical Education, ii) Managing Director, Punjab Health Systems Corporation, iii) Civil Surgeon, Sangrur and iv) Dy. Medical  Commissioner, Punjab Health Systems Corporation, Sangrur. He has also enclosed guidelines issued by the M.D. Punjab Health Systems Corporation dated 20.02.2002 on the subject –interference in the working of Gynaecology Department by the General Surgeon of Civil Hospital, Sangrur,  letter dated 22.11.04 posting the complainant as Gynaecology Specialist, Emergency Duty Rosters of January, 2007, Nov. 2006, Dec.,2006 and other directions  etc.  A copy of complaint (27 pages) was sent to the PIO and the date of hearing was fixed for 1.8.07 and both the parties were informed.
2.
Today, the representative of the PIO has stated that a full para -wise reply in annotated form has been supplied to the complainant vide letter dated 30.7.07. by the civil Surgeon, Barnala. The complainant confirmed having the information 
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2 days ago. He also states that sanction has been issued for payment of Rs. 15620 for the period from 12.09.03 to 30.09.03, a period of compulsory waiting before he was given posting in the Department of Health upon reversion from the PG Course back to his own department and states that payment has been made within a week. I have gone through the original application of the complainant. From that application it is clear that Dr. Jasbir Singh is having a lot of difficulties in the day-to-day working and  it is ultimately due to non implementation of various well considered directions sent out by the Secretariat, Directorate and  M.D. Punjab Health System Corporation, which it appears are not being implemented in letter and spirit in the field. The complainant may make representation to the competent authority for the implementation of the same. However, the remedy of his perceived grievances lies only with the competent authority which can  redress with perceived and real grievances with firm hand. The answer does not lie in application under the RTI Act. The application has been found to be a set of 9 questions most of them having sub sections. They are more by way of question where the applicant has provided the information rather than asked for it. It is more by way of “Jaw Talbi” or calling of explanation in view of the non implementation of the instructions, according to him. The reply has already been provided to him and I am of the view that armed with what ever information has been provided to him and by showing the discrepancies, if any, in the information actually exists, he should approach the competent authority for redressal of his grievances which do not lie within the jurisdiction  and competent of this Commission.
