It is incumbent on the P.I.O. to state clearly whether as a result of his many representations and personal hearings any orders had been conveyed to him, in writing, and if so the copies thereof are required to be provided to him, in the face of the assertion of the complainant that no orders with respect to his hundreds of representations were ever conveyed to him.

With respect to the detailed order passed for not withdrawing the selection grade from 42 officers, the office order dated May 13, 2004 passed by the Principal Secretary (Irrigation) has been supplied wherein, it had been decided to take the matter to the Council of Ministers for overruling the advice of the department of Finance for withdrawing Selection Grade from 42 officers and making recovery of over-payments. However, the final decision by the Council of Ministers, has not been added, which should also be supplied to him.
