The complainant is satisfied with the information supplied to him today and he stresses for imposing penalty on the PIO and compensation to be paid as the information has been delayed un-necessarily by the PIO.   Considering the explanation submitted by the PIO and the assurance given  by the BDPO, Panchayat Secretary, I am of the view that the PIO may not be imposed any penalty and no compensation be given to the complainant.

        

Deputy Commissioner, Amritsar may conduct an enquiry whether Shri Bhupinder Singh s/o Sh. Sadha Singh resident of village Chawinda Khurd who belongs to Jat Sikh family has taken the admission in B.Ed course in schedule caste quota.  His certificate of schedule caste be got verified from the competent authority and if  found forged, action may be taken against Shri 

Bhupinder Singh son of Shri Sadha Singh of village Chawinda Khurd.



The case is disposed of accordingly.

No. 964 dated 21-4-2006,  Sr. XEN,DS, PSEB, Baghapurana and Chief Engineer/DS (West), PSEB, Bathinda through Memo. No. 14401 dated 5.7.2006.  He further states that Sr. XEN,DS Baghapurana has recorded his statement on the last date of hearing i.e. 23.1.2007.    PIO Shri Run Singh, Sr. XEN, DS, PSEB, Baghapurana present in the instant case pleads that he had already given the approval to JE-1 on telephone that amount of Rs. 1,73,495/- be charged from the appellant for the unauthorized load surcharge for the Paradise Marriage Palace.
