In this case, a penalty of Rs. 25,000/- has been imposed u/s 20 of the RTI Act,2005 on Sh. Satish Chander, Distt. Development and Panchayat Officer, Gurdaspur , since the Court concluded, from the fact that all of its notices issued to the respondent were being ignored, that the information asked for by the complainant is not being provided to him without sufficient cause.

Shri Satish Chander, vide his communication No. 703 dated 30-3-2007 made a petition to the Court that the penalty  imposed on him may be waived on the ground that  on receiving the notice of the Court, he had directed the BDPO,Pathankot to appear before the Commission on his behalf and  also supply the necessary documents and information to the applicant.  On receiving the orders of this Court imposing the penalty, these were also sent to the BDPO, Pathankot, instructing him to appear before the Commission and pay the fine, since it was the BDPO, Pathankot who had flouted the directions of the Court.   Enclosed with the petition of the respondent are the photostat copies of all the communications sent by him to the BDPO,Pathankot, which he has submitted in support of his contention.  According to the respondent, the main delinquent in this case is the BDPO, Pathankot, who was Ch. Chaman Lal, till 22-1-2007, and Shri Ram Labhaya thereafter.  While the  earlier directions to provide the information and appear before the Commission were given by Shri Satish Chander to Shri Chaman Lal, the subsequent  directions regarding the notice and imposition of penalty were given to  Shri Ram Labhaya, who has succeeded Sh. Chaman Lal.                                                                    Contd…2

Another fact in this case is that several applications for information were made by Shri Yogesh Mahajan, the complainant, during June-July,2006 which pertain to the funds received and works carried out by the BDPO,  Pathankot and Gurdaspur. The respondent in this case was under the impression that the application for information, which is the subject matter of this case, is also related to the BDPO,  Pathankot.  It is because of this  misunderstanding, understandable because of the multiple applications made by the complainant, that the notices were being forwarded to the BDPO, Pathankot for taking the required action, when the information asked for pertained to the whole of Gurdaspur District.

For the above reasons, the Court is inclined to reconsider its earlier conclusion that  Shri Satish Chander, DDPO, Gurdaspur, willfully omitted to supply the required information to the complainant, and the orders  imposing a  penalty of Rs. 25000/- on Shri Satish Chander, DDPO, Gurdaspur is therefore recalled.

The respondent in this case has now made a commitment that the information required by the complainant will be provided to him within seven days.


We do, however, observe that there has been a lapse on the part of Shri Chaman Lal , the then BDPO,Pathankot and Shri Ram Labhaya, the present BDPO,Pathankot, in  as much as they have consistently ignored the directions given to them by the DDPO.  Even if the application for information in this case pertains to  the whole of Gurdaspur District, it was their duty, specially in view of the serious notice being taken by the Commission of the lapses which were occurring, to respond to the directions given to them and to advise the DDPO that the information asked for was to be provided by his office.   The DDPO, Gurdaspur, has already informed the Director, Rural Development and Panchayats, Punjab,Chandigarh of the lapses which have been occurred and a show cause notice has already been issued to Shri Chaman Lal.  We are of the view that similar action deserves to be taken against Shri Ram Labhaya,BDPO, Pathankot  as well.  The Director, Rural Development and Panchayat,Punjab, Chandigarh may accordingly issue a show cause notice to Shri Ram Labhaya also and in case the replies of the two BDPOs are not satisfactory, disciplinary action should be taken against both of them.


The report of the action taken in this case should be submitted  by the Director, Rural Development and Panchayats, Punjab, to this Court within two months.
