In compliance of the orders passed by this Court on the 28th September, 2006, the Respondent has given copies of four orders to the complainant, three temporary disconnection orders and one permanent disconnection order. The complainant submits that this information is deficient in respect of the following:-

i) He claims that his electricity connection was temporarily disconnected seven times and permanently disconnected thereafter. However, the Board has supplied copies of only three TDC orders instead of seven TDC orders.

ii) Copies of reconnection orders following the payment of penalty on the seven occasions when the power supply was temporarily disconnected have not been supplied to him.
Sh. Gurcharan  Singh, Lineman, who is present on behalf of the Public Information Officer, has stated before this Court that the electricity connection of the complainant was temporarily disconnected not seven but only three times. Insofar as the reconnection orders are concerned, he claims that these are not available in the record.
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It is unfortunate that the PIO has not considered this case to be important enough for his personal attendance or at least that he should be represented by an official of sufficient seniority. The Lineman who is present has not been able to explain to the Court’s satisfaction why copies of the reconnection orders are unavailable. In these circumstances, I direct that the PIO   Sh H.S .Bains, Executive Engineer/Additional Superintending Engineer, PSEB, should personally appear before this Court at 10 AM on 26.10.2006 to clarify and explain the position of the Board. In case the PIO fails to appear or is unable to satisfactorily explain why the required information is not being supplied to the complainant, there would be no option but to initiate proceedings against him u/s 20 of the RTI Act.
