There appears  to be an attempt on the part of the department to harass  the appellant and mislead the Commission.  We take serious view of such an attitude on the part of the PIO of the respondent-department. Shri Kirpal Singh, PIO will explain why action should not be taken against him under Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 for trying to mislead the Commission.  On the last date of hearing on 3.8.2007, Shri V.K. Sandhir, Advocate had made commitment that the remaining information will be supplied within 10 days.  However, required information has not been supplied so far.  Appellant had applied for the said information in September, 2006 but it  is being delayed on one excuse or the other.  This does not speak well on the part of the respondent-department.  Taking a serious view of such attitude on the part of the respondent-department, the Commission orders that Shri Hardeep Singh should be paid compensation @ Rs.1000/- per hearing since April, 2007 when the first hearing of the case was fixed.  Till today, five hearings have been held  and the appellant should be  paid compensation  accordingly.
