In compliance with the orders  of this Court dated 5-4-2007, the appellant has submitted  a copy of the judgment dated 16-11-1993 of the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in CWP No. 4303 of 1992, in which a direction has clearly been given to the Government “ to frame suitable rules to provide some promotional avenues to Class (II) officers. This exercise should be done within six months of the receipt of the copy of these orders.” The respondent on the other hand has placed on record a copy of the communication from the Government bearing Memo. Since  this reply, however, is not in consonance with the directions given by the Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High Court, the appellant is not satisfied  with it  and has raised  the allegation that the file has been destroyed with malafide intention,  and has raised certain questions pertaining to the destruction of the file in his representation dated 26-4-2007 submitted to the Court today.

Despite the notice for the imposition of penalty issued against Shri Vikas Partap, Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana, vide this Court’s Order dated 1-3-2007, and the orders issued once again on 22-3-2007 directing Sh. Vikas Partap to respond to the notice served upon him personally at 10 AM today, neither he nor any authorized representative on his behalf is present in the Court.  Accordingly, this is a fit case for the imposition of penalty, but we are reluctant to pass final orders firstly, because the office of the Commission has been unable to provide the Receipt of the Post Office to show that the orders of this Court dated 22-3-2007 were sent to the respondent by Registered Post and secondly, the respondent has made an attempt to provide the required information to the appellant vide their letter dated 21-3-2007, a copy of which has been taken on record by the Court.
The appellant is not satisfied with the information which has been provided in respect of four points, namely, ( c), (e), (f) and (g) mentioned in his application dated 22-9-2006, as follows:-

 ( c) In response to this point, the information which has been given is that the “Drawing Branch” does not possess this information.  This is hardly satisfactory since the appellant is not concerned with one Branch or the other of the Corporation’s office, the whole of which is  under the administrative control  of the Commissioner, Shri Vikas Partap.
(e) In response to this point, the designations of the officials working in the Town Planning Wing has been given to the appellant, whereas he has asked for the names, designations and addresses of the officials responsible for the  policy of change of land use and sanction of plans for commercial complexes and buildings, and its implementation.

(f)It has been stated in response to this point that it is  possible that there are some violations of building bye-laws in the construction of commercial complexes / buildings mentioned in (a) of para 3 of the appellant’s application, but there is no record available in the office of the respondent regarding these violations. Clearly this reply is unsatisfactory and since it has been admitted that there may be violations,  their details must be provided to the appellant.
(g)In response to this point, the appellant has only been informed that if any one is guilty of these violations, he will be proceeded against under the rules, whereas the appellant has asked for the details of the specific action taken against builders/owners for violations of the Building bye-laws in the construction of the commercial complexes/buildings on the two roads mentioned in his application.

In the light of the above facts, we direct as follows:-

i) The respondent Shri Vikas Partap, Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana, should personally ensure that correct information in respect of all the four points discussed in the foregoing paragraphs should be provided to the appellant within 10 days of the receipt of these orders,

ii) A copy of these orders, along with copies of the orders of this Court dated 1-2-2007, 1-3-2007 and 22-3-2007 should be sent by Registered A/D post to Shri Vikas Partap, Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana, who is given one last opportunity to respond to the notice served on him under the RTI Act,2005 vide the orders of this Court dated  1-3-2007 ,  personally at 10 AM on 14-6-2007.

Heard.

In compliance with the orders of this Court dated 22-3-2007, the respondent has shown  to us the three letters issued by the University to three paper setters informing them that they  have been debarred from the University work in view of the reasons stated therein.  Question No. 1 of the appellant’s application for information dated 10-10-2006, therefore stands disposed of . The reasons why the names of the paper setters  who have been debarred, cannot be disclosed to the appellant, have already been mentioned in the orders of this Court dated 22-3-2007.
As regards question No.2 of the appellant’s application for information, the appellant has submitted a detailed sequence of events along with all the concerned documents, including the orders of the Hon’ble High Court and Hon’ble Supreme Court of India, which make it clear that  strictures have been passed  by the Hon’ble High Court against the experts and the  paper setters and directions  have been given to take action against them, on the basis of the affidavit submitted by the  Registrar, GNDU,  Amritsar, stating that the  experts were fully satisfied with the correctness of the model Answer Key provided by the paper setters.  On the other hand, the appellant has submitted copies of the communications sent by the experts to the Vice Chancellor and the Registrar dated 4-8-2005 and 9-8-2005 stating that it was not correct  if an affidavit has been filed before the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court stating that they were satisfied with the answer keys, and that they have categorically pointed out  the ambiguities in many of the disputed questions.                    

It is, therefore, pertinent for the appellant to ask whether a wrong affidavit hadbeen filed by the University before the Hon’ble High Court, if not, what action has been taken by the University against the experts concerned as directed by the Hon’ble Courts and, if yes, the action taken by the University against the person or persons responsible for filing the affidavit before the Court.
